It’s very beautiful to see how, combined together, we are celebrating one of the best results of this discovering of the New World. Music is one of the best things we have going in melting of the cultures.”
Audiences will glean from this historical performance its beauty and “to be open to new things and surprised at how beautiful things exist in the music world,” said Savall.
Houston Early Music supports its Hispanic Heritage Series as it joins Da Camera of Houston with this magnificent celebratory concert on Saturday, October 2, 7:30 p.m. at Cullen Theater in Wortham Theater Center.

Jordi Savall brings the viola da gamba to life in performance, films, and recordings, having received two Grammy nominations and numerous distinguished awards. The remarkable musicians of Hespèrion XXI and La Capella Reial de Catalunya are all multiple award winners, recognized for historical relevance but, most importantly, for efforts to unite cultures through early music. Savall was recently awarded the 2010 Lower Saxony Praetorius Music Prize for “charisma of his exceptional artistic personality to highlight a message of peace and understanding between different cultures.” 

With his established record label, Alia Vox, Savall controls quality and authenticity in his recordings. Savall cites recent projects, including a book to be released this fall about the controversial family of Alexander VI, known for his patronage of the arts. He shares insight into the family, Alexander’s son Cesare Borgia, and “the most beautiful composer, St. Francis Borgia”. Other projects include The Forgotten Kingdom/Le Royaume Oublie;  The Celtic Viol - An Hommage to Irish and Scottish Musical Traditions, Jerusalem: City of two Peaces - Heavenly Peace and Earthly Peace; Istanbul 1710; and a September recording of The Route to the New World: Spain to Mexico.
